1 5—3. Any violations related to tire changes will be reported to the Competition Officer.

1 6— 1. Based on the start times on the start list, TC O will start at 1-minute intervals from
13:30 on Friday, June 14th / 14:00 on Saturday, June 15th / 9:55 on Sunday, June
16th. A start ceremony may be held at the TC O start area to introduce entrants.

1 6—2. If the crew arrives at the starting point later than the target start time due to reasons
on their part, a time penalty of 10 seconds per minute will be imposed. Those arriving
more than 30 minutes late will not be allowed to start. If the crew is late by more than
1 minute but less than 30 minutes, the crew will be required to enter the actual start
time before starting.

1 6 — 3. The start time for each crew will be announced on the Rally HQ bulletin board.

If the next road section does not involve a special stage, the check-in time
written on the time card will be the start time of the next road section.

1 8—2. If the TC is followed by the start of a special stage, the following procedure will apply:

—Approximately 25 meters ahead, a red TC sign.

—Approximately 25 meters ahead, a control area end sign with three diagonal
lines on a yellow background.

1 8—2—2. In addition to the check-in time, the scheduled start time of the following
special stage will also be entered in the TC. As a general rule, this scheduled
start time will be 3 minutes after the check-in time.

special stage. Then, start according to the special stage start procedure.

Crews are required to check in in the instructed order and in the direction of the
competition route; failure to do so will result in disqualification.

2 0— 2. The crew will be disqualified in the following cases: In these cases, the relevant crew
will be notified immediately.

20—2—1. If you arrive more than 15 minutes late for each TC's target check-in time.
2 0—2—2. If the total lateness of a road section exceeds 30 minutes at the end of each
section or leg.

2 0— 3. Under no circumstances will deductions be made between late arrival time and early
arrival time. Each will be subject to an independent time penalty. Therefore, the total
late arrival time does not include the early arrival time.

2 0—4. At the discretion of the Competition Officer, the standard time for disqualification may
be added. In this case, the relevant crew will be notified immediately.

2 1. SPECIAL STAGE ;
2 1—1. Time measurement for the special stage section will be in units of 1/10th of a second.
2 1—2. Itis compulsory to wear a helmet and safety belt in the special stage.

2 1—3. Crews are prohibited from driving in reverse on special stages.

2 1—4. The start of the special stage will be a standing start. Vehicles will stop on the starting
line with their engines running and receive the start signal. Vehicles that fail to start
within 20 seconds from the signal will be disqualified and the vehicle will be promptly
moved to a safe location.

2 1—5, Start of special stage

2 1—5—1. The race official at the start control will write the start time of the vehicle on
the time card submitted by the crew and return it to the crew. Then
count down in the order of 30 seconds - 15 seconds - 10 seconds - 5 seconds

- 4 seconds - 3 seconds - 2 seconds - 1 second. In some cases, this may be

replaced by an electrical countdown display. In this case, it is linked with the
flying detection device. This device will be placed in a location that is clearly
visible to the crew at the starting position.

2 1—5—2. The moment the countdown ends, the start signal will be given. Vehicles must
start promptly in accordance with this.

2 1—6. The start of a special stage may only be delayed by the responsible race official in the
event of force majeure.

2 1—7. If your start is delayed due to a crew member or vehicle, a new time will be entered by
the race official. A T minute time penalty will be imposed for each minute.

2 1—8. In the event of a false start (when a vehicle moves forward before the start signal is
given), the act will be immediately reported to the Competition Officer and the



following time penalty will be imposed.
- First violation: 10 seconds - Second violation: 1 minute - Third violation: 3 minutes

2 1—9. The finish of the special stage will be a flying finish. Stopping is prohibited between the

yellow warning sign and the “STOP” sign. The race officials who measure the time are

located on the extension line of the finish line (the timing reference line indicated by a
sign with a checkered flag on a red background) and measure the moment when the

leading edge of the vehicle crosses the finish line.

2 1—10. Atthe start of a special stage, crews who do not comply with the indicated start
time or starting position will be reported to the Competition Officer.

2 1—1 1. After crossing the finish line, the vehicle will proceed to the stop point and have the
time (hours, minutes, seconds, tenths of a second) of crossing the finish line written
on the time card.

2 1—1 2. Special stage red flag indication

21—12—1. If any kind of accident occurs during a special stage, red flags will be
displayed at all radio points located between the start and the point in front
of the place where the accident occurred, as directed by the Competition
Officer.

21—12—2. When crews see a red flag, they must immediately slow down, drive to the
stop at a safe speed, and follow the instructions of race officials.

Violation of this rule will result in a penalty.

21—12—3. No flags other than red flags will be displayed during the special stage.

21—12—4. Crews shown a red flag during a special stage will be given a time
determined to be appropriate by the Competition Officer.

2 1—1 3. If the time cannot be recorded during a special stage due to crew negligence, the
following penalties will be imposed.

21—13—1. Atthe start: disqualification

21—13—2. Atthe stop point: 5 minutes time penalty

2 1—1 4. Measures due to suspension of special stages, etc.

21—14—1. If, for any reason, the special stage is interrupted before all vehicles have
completed their run, or if a red flag is shown at the post, the
special stage will be established in the following manner with the approval
of the Competition Jury Committee. All vehicles affected by the suspension
and vehicles that received a red flag will be given the most appropriate
time among those recorded in the relevant class before the suspension.

21—14—2. If, for any reason, a special stage is interrupted before all vehicles have
completed their run, and the Competition Officer decides that the special
stage cannot be completed, all crews will be immediately notified by official
notification.

21—14—3. If, for any reason, the time results of a special stage that all vehicles
have completed are canceled, all crews will be immediately notified by
official notification at the discretion of the Competition Officer.

21—14—4_ If time cannot be measured on a special stage due to trouble with the car in
front, a relief time may be given after consultation between the relevant
crew and the Competition Officer.

If acaris forced to stop during a special stage, the crew must place a
reflective triangle in a visible position at least 50 meters in front of the stop,



giving appropriate signals to following cars. The triangular display board must

be placed even when no cars are on the course. Crews who do not follow this

rule will be penalized.

22— 1—2. The vehicle is equipped with an A3-sized card with “SOS” written in red on one
side and “OK” written in green on the other side, which indicates if emergency
medical treatment is not required or fire extinguishing is not required. , clearly
indicate “OK” to at least three vehicles following. Also, if there are other people
who are trying to provide assistance (helicopters, etc.), please present the
same to them as well. If a stopped vehicle is on the course, depending on the
situation, signal the stopped state to following vehicles by body action etc.
until the last participating vehicle in the section has passed.

2 2—1—3. After that, it is necessary to promptly determine whether or not it is possible
to return.

22— 1—4_ Ifitis determined that it is possible to return, work will be carried out with
safety as the top priority. In particular, if a following vehicle approaches, stop
work and evacuate to a safe location.

22— 1—5. Ifitis determined that it is not possible to return, evacuate to a safe place
outside the vehicle until the last participating vehicle in the section has passed.

22— 1—6. When the crew leaves the vehicle, the “OK” sign must be displayed in a
location clearly visible to following vehicles.

22— 1—7. If multiple vehicles stop in close place, each vehicle must carry out steps
22.1.1 to 22.1.6 above.

2 2—1—8. Display the red “SOS” page if emergency medical attention is required or fire
extinguishing is required.

If this is presented, the following vehicle will follow the steps below. The same

procedure must also be followed if there is no indication of either “OK” or

“SOS” and the vehicle has significant damage and the crew appears to be

inside the vehicle.

a. Stop immediately to assist. Other following vehicles also stop and the
second vehicle to arrive at the scene of the accident goes to the next radio
point to inform about the accident.

b.Vehicles following the emergency vehicle will stop and provide assistance to
the emergency vehicle.

22—1—9. Crew members who retire must submit a retire notification to the organizer.
Crews who do not follow this rule will be penalized.

22—1—10. During special stages, if a vehicle blocks the course and subsequent vehicles
are not able to pass, the following measures will be taken.
a.Vehicles that block the course will be removed from the course by officials.
b.Following vehicles must proceed safely and quickly to the finish once it is

clear.

c.Following crew members must confirm safety and cooperate in removing the
stuck vehicle.

2 3. REFUELING

Vehicles that require refueling may be refueled at the discretion of the crew at the refueling
stations specified in the roadbook. Even if you are delayed due to refueling traffic jams, etc., do
not drive out of control on public roads. If you are late for the next TC, the penalty may be relieved
by reporting the reason for the delay to HQ.

2 6. COMPLIANCE RULES FOR COMPETITORS
All crews must comply with the following during the competition:

Compliance with road traffic laws must be given top priority during the competition.
Do not cause a nuisance to general vehicles or pedestrians.

Crew members must abide by motor sportsmanship and must not engage in acts that
violate public order and morals.

When following another vehicle at night or when there is an oncoming vehicle, make
sure to change the direction of the headlights appropriately to avoid dazzling the
driver.

If there is a vehicle clearly trying to overtake you, yield safely and promptly.

. If you withdraw from the competition, you must immediately submit a notification of

retirement to the nearest competition officials. If submission is not possible, please
contact Rally HQ by phone or other means.

If you are disqualified or retired, you must immediately remove your bib, rally badge,
and other competition-related attachments.

Always wear a safety belt and always wear a helmet on special stages.

On special stages, always drive with the side windows closed.

2 7. COMPETITION RESULT

27—1.

Competition results are determined by adding up the recorded time of special stages
and penalty times imposed on road sections and other areas.

27— 1—1. Provisional results: Provisional results announced after each rally.
2 7—1—2. Official final result: The official result of the rally that has been approved by the

Competition Jury Committee 30 minutes after the announcement of the
provisional final result.

2 7—2. If two or more crews have the same final result (the recorded time of the special stage
plus all penalty times), the crew with the shorter time on the first special stage will be
ranked higher. If the ranking cannot be decided by this, the results of the second and
subsequent special stages will decide the final ranking.

2 8. PROTEST

2 8— 1. Crew members have the right to protest if they believe they are being treated unfairly.

However, refusals to participate (as stipulated in these special regulations), protests
against judges' decisions, starting order, and road conditions will not be accepted.
Protests must be made in writing and submitted to the Competition Officer along with
the protest fee. The protest fee will only be refunded if the protest is approved.
Protests against competition must be submitted in writing within 30 minutes after the
final goal.

Vehicle protests must be submitted in writing immediately after the decision.

If the protest involves the disassembly and reassembly of the vehicle, the protestor
must pay a separate deposit. If the protest is successful, the deposit will be fully
refunded. The guarantee amount will be determined by the Technical Officer.
Expenses related to the work and transportation of vehicles shall be paid by the
person filing the protest if the protest is not approved, and by the person who is the
subject of the protest if the protest is approved.

If the protest is not approved and the costs associated with the protest (vehicle
inspection, transportation, etc.) exceed the amount of the deposit, the excess amount
shall be paid by the protester. Conversely, if the amount of such costs is lower, the
difference shall be refunded to the protester.

Protests regarding results must be submitted in writing within 30 minutes after
provisional final results are announced.

Officials on duty may legitimately carry out their duties and powers irrespective of the
fact that a protest has been made.

2 8—1 0. The result of the decision on the protest by the Competition Officer will be verbally

notified to the

parties involved, and will also be announced in an official notice, etc. If the Competition
Officer does not make a decision on the day of the competition, the date, time and
location of provisional final result announcement will be announced and the decision
may be postponed.

28— 1 1. For each protest, one representative must follow the above procedures.

2 9. CANCELLATION, POSTPONEMENT OR TERMINATION of the COMPETITION

In the event of security or force majeurecir cumstances, the competition may be
canceled, postponed, or terminated midway through the decision of the competition
committee.

If the competition is canceled midway, the competition will be considered complete and
results will be based on the results up to the point of cancellation.

3 0. COMPENSATION FOR DAMAGES

Crew members shall be responsible for any damage to participating vehicles and their
accessories, as well as any damage caused to third parties. Participants must
acknowledge that the organizers, race officials, road management organizations, police
and relevant ministries and agencies are exempt from responsibility for any damage or
accidents.

In other words, race officials will of course do their best to carry out their duties, but
organizers, race officials, road management organizations, police, related ministries and
agencies, and race officials will not be responsible for compensation for injury or death
of participants, or other damages to vehicles.

In any case, participants will be responsible for any accidents caused by crews during
the competition involving organizers, event officials' cars, their equipment, and road-
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related facilities (guardrails, curved mirrors, utility poles, signs, etc.).

Any violation of the rules or non-compliance with the instructions of the competition
officials will be subject to penalties in accordance with the provisions set out in the
National Competition Regulations.

3 3— 3. The selection of penalties related to these rules and penalties that are not specified
will be determined by the Organization Committee.

3 4. INTERPRETATION OF THESE Rules
If any doubt arises regarding the interpretation of these rules or official notices, the decision of the
Competition Jury Committee will be final.

3 5. ENFORCEMENT OF THESE RULES
This regulation will come into effect from February 14, 2024.
